Training


CYIA offers training focused on preparing you to lead children to Christ. You will learn to present the Gospel clearly on a child’s level, counsel a child for salvation and lead a dynamic club ministry for kids. Components of this club include teaching a Bible lesson, a real-life missionary story and a Bible verse as well as leading songs, games and a fun review time. Training includes both classroom and practical sessions.

After home preparation, an initial training session will take place at Grace Bible Church in North Haledon on:  June 14 (Noon 4PM). 





Training School


The weeklong training school is held at the Liebenzell Retreat Center, 13 Heath Lane, Long Valley (Schooley’s Mountain), New Jersey (908-852-1439) from June 22-28, 2025.  In addition to classes, practical sessions, and study time there will be fellowship time, when you can enjoy swimming, the ropes course, the Gaga pit, hiking, fishing, pickleball, soccer, basketball, and badminton. 








Ministry Weeks 


After this training, you will return to your local community and teach 5-Day Clubs® at various locations with a team of other young people. These clubs take place out in the community with predominantly unsaved children who don’t regularly attend church. You will be able to take the light of the gospel to them in their apartment complexes, camp grounds, daycare centers, neighborhoods, parks, schools and other community locations.












































During your application and interview process you will be asked how you want to serve and to commit to the number of weeks as well as which weeks you will work in July.  





Ministry weeks consist of teaching up to three clubs a day, Monday through Friday. Most days you will meet at a central location for a brief time of devotions and prayer. Any needed supplies will be distributed before heading out to your 5-Day Clubs with your team.
